
FAQ’S 
Q: How is a child’s playing age determined? 

A: PLAYING AGES ARE DETERMINED BY THE FOLLOWING: 

  BASEBALL :  THE AGE YOUR CHILD IS AS OF APRIL 30TH  OF THE CURR ENT YEAR (i.e.:  child turns 7 on May 1st.  They wi ll  
         play as a 6 year old.) 

SOFTBALL : THE AGE YOUR CHILD IS AS OF DECEMBER 31ST OF THE PR EVIOUS YEAR (i.e.:  child turns 9 on January 1st, 
2013, they will play as an 8 year old for the 2013 season.) 

 

Q: What if my child will be playing as a 7 year old but I want him/her to stay in Coach Pitch? 

A: ALL CHILDREN WHO WILL BE PLAYING AS A 7 YEAR OLD MU ST PARTICIPATE IN PLAYER EVALUA-
TIONS.  MOST 7 YEAR OLDS WILL PLAY FARM DIVISION.  

 

Q: I want may child to be on the same team as his friends.  Can you do this? 

A: FOR CHILDREN AGES 4-6 YEARS, YOU MAY SUBMIT THIS  REQUEST TO THE PLAYER AGENT FOR THE T-
BALL/COACH PITCH DIVISION.  THEY WILL DO THEIR BEST  TO MEET YOUR REQUEST WHEN TEAMS 
ARE ASSEMBLED, BUT NO GUARANTEES.  CHILDREN AGES 7- 14 ARE IN A DRAFT THEREFORE THERE 
IS NO WAY TO MEET THIS REQUEST. 

 

Q: I have 2 children and would like them on the same team.  Can you do this?  

A: WHEN YOU SIGN UP, PLEASE MAKE SURE YOU NOTIFY RE GISTRATION PERSONNEL OR THE PLAYER 
AGENT THAT YOU WOULD LIKE A “SIBLING OPTION”.  THIS  MAY OR MAY NOT BE POSSIBLE DEPEND-
ING ON THE AGES OF THE CHILDREN AND SKILL LEVEL.  W E WILL DO OUR BEST TO MAKE THIS HAP-
PEN IF IT IS POSSIBLE. 

 

Q: I have 2 kids, do I have to meet the Volunteer Requirements and Fundraising Requirements for each child? 

A: THE FUNDRAISING IS PER CHILD.  THE VOLUNTEER DEP OSIT IS PER FAMILY BUT THE MINIMUM RE-
QUIREMENTS CHANGE DEPENDING HOW MANY KIDS YOU HAVE.   PLEASE SEE THE VOLUNTEERING 
SECTION FOR MORE DETAILS. 

 

Q: I do not live within the Concord American Little League Boundaries, but I want to play at Concord American.  Can I 
do this? 

A: NO, YOU MUST PLAY FOR THE LEAGUE YOU ARE IN THE BOUNDARIES FOR, UNLESS YOU PLAYED
